5.1  Approve minutes from meeting held September 9, 2020

6.1  Burlington Private Tree By-law - rural area consultation

e Steve Robinson, Manager of Urban Forestry, and Melissa Torchia,
Supervisor of Forest Protection, facilitated a conversation with
committee members regarding the Private Tree By-law, specifically as
it relates to rural/agricultural lands. Steve stated the importance of
consulting with BARAAC as rural lands are very different to the urban



area. Staff will be preparing a report in January providing an update to
Council on the first year of the By-law being in effect. Melissa advised
that there is a lot of legislation coming down from the Province and
added that City staff would much rather be proactive, rather than
reactive.

Members agreed that they don't see the need for a tree by-law in the
rural area when they have other legislation and regulations overseeing
their properties. Suggestion was made to look at incentives rather than
regulations. Members asked for available data for the tree canopy in
the rural area that would indicate the need for a tree by-law. If the
canopy is declining, perhaps it's because of regulations. Suggestion
was made to do a survey with all rural landowners and perhaps
commission a study that shows if by-law was implemented versus no
by-law with 10, 20, 40 year implications and a cost benefit analysis.
The importance of including the Region in this discussion was also
shared.
