e the Province:

— lifted its remaining masking requirements for public transit yet continue to require masks in long-term care and retirement homes. The
Province is recommending masking in higher-risk congregate living settings, such as shelters and group homes.

— Revoked remaining Directives and replaced with Ministry of Health guidance for health care workers and organizations. This includes
guidance on when masks should be worn in hospitals and other health care settings.

— Provided clarity that organizations may implement their own policies and that Ontarians should continue to wear a mask if they feel it is
right for them, are at high risk for severe iliness, recovering from COVID-19, have symptoms of the virus or are a close contact of someone
with COVID-19.

— Indicated continued monitoring for any significant changes, including any new variants of concern, to ensure Provincial response can be
adapted to protect the health and safety of all Ontarians.

* The City of Burlington paused:

— Masking with the proviso that while no longer required, masks continue to be strongly recommended by the City and our local Medical
Officer of Health, especially indoors in areas where physical distancing may be challenging (within 2m of others).

— Physical distancing with the proviso while no longer required, physical distancing continues to be recommended. Work should be planned
to facilitate distancing and employees should be supported to maintain distance from others, if they choose to do so. The occupancy limits
in staff areas will remain at 1 person per 4 square metres to facilitate distancing.

— Daily active screening at burlington.ca/screening while maintaining passive screening signs in City locations and facilities
— Vaccination policy proof of vaccination and regular testing requirements except for new employees and Fire department staff.
