Whereas Section 34(1) of the Planning Act, R.S.0. 1990, c. P. 13, as amended,
states that Zoning By-laws may be passed by the councils of local municipalities;
and

Whereas the Council of the Corporation of the City of Burlington approved the
recommendation in community planning department report PL-63-22 on September
20, 2022, to amend the City’s existing Zoning By-law 2020, as amended, to permit
nine (9) townhouse units of 2-storeys in height to be developed on a private road;

The Council of the Corporation of the City of Burlington hereby enacts as follows:

1. Zoning Map Number 20-E of PART 15 to By-law 2020, as amended, is
hereby amended as shown on Schedule “A” attached to this By-law.

2. The lands designated as “A” on Schedule “A” attached hereto are hereby
rezoned from R3.2 to RM2-517.

3. PART 14 of By-law 2020, as amended, Exceptions to Zone Classifications,
is amended by adding Exception RM2-517 as follows:

i) Lot Width: 40.5 m
ii) Lot Area: 0.37 ha

V) Yard abutting R1, R2, R3 zone:
a. West: 7.5 m
b. North: 8.9 m
Vi) Minimum density: 23 units per net hectare
vii)  Landscape Buffer abutting R1, R2, R3 zone:

a. South: 5.2 m, driveway within 11m of Walker’s Line and hammer head

may encroach
b. Rear: 5.9 m
c. North: noise wall may encroach

viii)  Landscape Area abutting Walker’s Line: 5.3 m, transformer and noise wall

may encroach
iX) Maximum fence height: 2.2 m, 1.2 m within 3 m of a street line
X) Visitor Parking: none required
